Andrew Laidlaw  (Landscape Architect at RBGV)   
 
The importance of plants in landscape. 
Andrew Laidlaw is one of Australiaôs leading landscape architects and designers.  With over 30 
years of experience in the industry, award winning designs and high-profile projects, Andrew is 
well known for his in-depth knowledge of plants, his mastery of design, and his unique, innovative 
approach.  Andrew is most widely known for his work as the landscape architect at the Roy-
al Botanic Gardens Melbourne.  In this role, he has designed and developed the Long Island indig-
enous garden, the Perennial Border, the Rose Species Garden, the Ian Potter Foundation Chil-
drenôs Garden, and Guilfoyleôs Volcano.   His projects have also won three gold medals at the 
Melbourne International Flower and Garden Show, Landscape of the Year from the Landscape 
Industries Association of Victoria, and the 2005 Victoria Tourism Award for Best New Tourism Development. Andrew has 
taught Landscape Design at the University of Melbourneôs Burnley campus (previously VCAH) for over twenty-five years, 
teaching many of Australiaôs gardeners and designers. 
 

Jane Edmanson  (Garden Media personality) 
 

Propagation in the community 
Jane Edmanson is an Australian horticulturist, author, and television and radio personality.   Jane grew 
up on a citrus farm in Mildura and then started her career as a teacher in Western Victoria.  From there 
Jane has run her own nursery, worked at State Schools Nursery and been the voice of gardening in Vic-
toria for over 25 years.  She is now best known across Australia as the Victorian state presenter for 
the  ABCTV program Gardening Australia. As of October 2018, Edmanson is the only presenter who 
has been with Gardening Australia since its beginning in 1990. Jane is author and co-author of several 
gardening books. These include From The Ground Up, Ideas from Private Gardens, The Australian 
Garden, Jane Edmanson's Favourite Plants, Cheap and Easy Propagation, Jane Edmanson's Working 
Manual for Gardeners. She also contributes to the Gardening Australia magazine.

Propagation for emerging crops (Senior Lecturer at La Trobe Uniersity) 
In my position at University of Queensland I am a senior lecturer in tropical agronomy. I am the 
Plant Science leader for the sustainable agriculture and agricultural science degrees with responsibil-
ity for teaching Agronomy across all degree levels. I have research interests in farming systems, spe-
cifically the role of legumes in increasing long-term sustainability of cropping systems. I have active 
research projects funded by GRDC and lead projects investigating both yield gap and yield drivers in 
mungbeans.  
 
Prior to this position I have extensive experience (15 years) working as a crop physiology / agronomy scientist a range of both 
cereal and horticultural crops including grapevines, wheat, rice and cotton (University of Melbourne and CSIRO).
