Exports

& Horticulture
& Over $7 billion — 123,000 ha ($31,000/ha)
& 60% 1s for export

& Largest categories
¢ Wine ($1.3B), kiwifruit (§930M), apple ($536M), frozen potatoes, onions, avocado ($295M)

& Dairy Exports
& Over $16.9B — 1.7M ha ($10,000/ha)

& Larger industry, but less profitable per area
¢ Top destinations: Australia, USA, Japan, UK, Europe, China
& Distribution costs are high, so focus 1s on value

& High value - Food, dairy, Hobbit films

& Low value - Wool
